1. School leaving certificate  

2. G.C.E. Advanced level Certificate with the Z score  

3. Birth Certificate 

4. Form 01: Registration form – 2021/2022 Intake. 

5. Form 02 – Acceptance of the Field of Study. 

You are required to be ready with originals of the following documents to be submitted whenever requested by the Institute.  

1. Character certificate recently obtained from the principle of the last attended school.  

2. Four copies of recently obtained photographs (5cm × 6cm) signed by you and attested by a Justice of Peace or the Principle of the school at the back side of the photograph.  

3. Two copies of recently obtained photographs (2.4cm × 3.6cm) with light blue background. 

Please note that all applicants should strictly adhere to below guidelines when submitting applications.  

1. Applicants are advised to avoid multiple submissions. (Please note that we will consider only the 1st submission if you have done multiple submissions.) 

2. Applicants should attach the scanned copy of all the documents in PDF format as a single document.  

3. Applicant’s National Identity Card Number should be indicated as the subject of the e-mail  

4. Applicants Name with initials and the National Identity Card Number should be indicated in the body of the e-mail.
